
MIDDLE SCHOOL  

TAF Academy Dress Code 
 

Middle school students are required to wear uniforms. 
 

Tops:  Emblems, logos and writing are not permitted on uniform tops.  Shirts must be tucked in at all 
times. 

• Polo—Oxford/light blue or white.   
• Button up— Oxford/light blue or white.  May be short or long sleeved. 
• Sweatshirts/Sweaters—Oxford/light blue or white; navy blue with TAF Academy logo.  Must be worn over the  
            uniform polo or button up shirt.  Hooded sweatshirts are not permitted.   
 
Bottoms:  All bottoms must be worn at the waist and may not be saggy or form-fitting. Denim material,   
                    emblems, logos and decorative stitching are not permitted. 
• Pants— Khaki in color.   
• Shorts and Skirts—Khaki in color.  Shorts and skirts must be no shorter than two inches above the knee. 
 
Shoes, Tights, and Accessories 
• Shoes—Solid black or white casual dress, athletic or tennis shoes.  Flip-flops are not permitted, and all   

          shoes must have backs. 
• Tights—Girls may wear opaque tights (no sheer tights or pantyhose.) 
• Hair—Extreme hairstyles and/or hair colors are not permitted.  All hairstyles should be neat, and hair accessories    

          must be simple.  
• Jewelry and Accessories—Hats are not permitted.   Belts are optional; if worn they must be black or brown only.    

          Necklaces, watches and chains should be simple.  Large chains or chokers are not permitted.    
 

High School students are required to dress in ‘business casual’ attire.   
 
Tops:  Emblems, logos and writing are not permitted.  T-shirts and sweatshirts of any style are not per-
mitted. 
• Boys—Professional collared shirt.  Polo or button up shirts are acceptable.  Sweaters and/or vests must be worn        

         over a collared shirt.  Shirts must be tucked in at all times. 
• Girls—Professional sweater, blouse, collared shirt.  Low cut tops, tank tops, and spaghetti straps are not  
                permitted.  All tops must cover the shoulders and be a minimum of 3“ in width.  Shirts must cover the  
                midriff when the arms are raised above the head.  
 
Bottoms: Jeans and denim are not permitted.   All bottoms must be hemmed to a reasonable length. All  
                   bottoms must be worn at the waist and may not be saggy or form-fitting.  Shorts are not  per-
mitted.   
• Boys— Slacks, chinos or similar style pants are acceptable.  Cargo pants are not permitted. 
• Girls— Slacks, skirts, or Capri pants are acceptable. 
 
Shoes, Tights, and Accessories 
• Shoes—Casual dress shoes or solid black or white athletic or tennis shoes.  Flip-flops are not permitted, and all    

          shoes must have backs. Heels may be no more than 2” in height. 
• Tights—Girls may wear opaque tights (no sheer tights or pantyhose.) 
• Hair— Extreme hairstyles and/or hair colors are not permitted.  All hairstyles  should be neat and clean.  Hair  
              accessories must be simple.  Boys must be neatly shaven. 
• Jewelry and Accessories—Hats are not permitted.  Ties and belts are optional; if belts are worn they must be 

                     black or brown only. Jewelry should be conservative.  Necklaces, watches and chains should be sim-
ple.  No large           chains or chokers.  No body piercing or visible tattoos  are permitted. 

HIGH SCHOOL  

Tops:  Emblems, logos and writing are not permitted on uniform tops.  Shirts must be tucked in at all 
times. 

• Polo—Oxford/light blue or white.   
• Button up— Oxford/light blue or white.  May be short or long sleeved. 
• Sweatshirts/Sweaters—Oxford/light blue or white; navy blue with TAF Academy logo.  Must be worn over the 

uniform polo or button up shirt.  Hooded sweatshirts are not permitted.   
 
Bottoms:  All bottoms must be worn at the waist and may not be saggy or form-fitting. Denim material, 

emblems, logos and decorative stitching are not permitted. 
• Pants— Khaki in color.   
• Shorts and Skirts—Khaki in color.  Shorts and skirts must be no shorter than two inches above the knee. 
  
Shoes, Tights, and Accessories 
• Shoes—Solid black or white casual dress, athletic or tennis shoes.  Flip-flops are not permitted, and all   

          shoes must have backs. 
• Tights—Girls may wear opaque tights (no sheer tights or pantyhose.) 
• Hair—Extreme hairstyles and/or hair colors are not permitted.  All hairstyles should be neat, and hair accessories 

must be simple.  
• Jewelry and Accessories—Hats are not permitted.   Belts are optional; if worn they must be black or brown 

only.  Necklaces, watches and chains should be simple.  Large chains or chokers are not permitted.

• Boys—Professional collared shirt.  Polo or button up shirts are acceptable.  Sweaters and/or vests must be worn 
over a collared shirt.

• Girls—Professional sweater, blouse, collared shirt.  Low cut tops, tank tops, and spaghetti straps are not permit-
ted.  All tops must cover the shoulders and be a minimum of 3“ in width.  Shirts must cover the midriff when the 
arms are raised above the head.  

  
Bottoms:  Jeans and denim are not permitted.   All bottoms must be hemmed to a reasonable length. 

All bottoms must be worn at the waist and may not be saggy or form-fitting.  Shorts are not 
permitted.   

• Boys— Slacks, chinos or similar style pants are acceptable.  Cargo pants are not permitted. 
• Girls— Slacks, skirts, or Capri pants are acceptable. 
  
Shoes, Tights, and Accessories 
• Shoes—Casual dress shoes or solid black or white athletic or tennis shoes.  Flip-flops are not permitted, and all 

shoes must have backs. Heels may be no more than 2” in height. 
• Tights—Girls may wear opaque tights (no sheer tights or pantyhose.) 
• Hair— Extreme hairstyles and/or hair colors are not permitted.  All hairstyles  should be neat and clean.  Hair ac-

cessories must be simple.  Boys must be neatly shaven. 
• Jewelry and Accessories—Hats are not permitted.  Ties and belts are optional; if belts are worn they must be 

black or brown only. Jewelry should be conservative.  Necklaces, watches and chains should be simple.  No 
large chains or chokers.  No body piercing or visible tattoos are permitted.
