B.  Socks  - Solid White, navy blue, khaki, or forest green - Girls may wear skin-tone pantyhose - Girls tights 
or knee-highs can be solid white, navy blue, khaki, or forest green. 
C.  Hats / Head Coverings / Hair  -  NO hats, bandannas, sweatbands, caps, berets, dew rags, or any other 
head coverings allowed. Hair  -Hair  may not be of an unnatural or excessive / extreme color - Hairstyles 
may not be excessive / extreme. 
D.  Jewelry  -  Only school appropriate jewelry - NO visible body piercings, spiked or sharp-edged items, 
large chains around the neck, wrist, waist, or hooked on any wallet, keys, etc. Belts  - Are encouraged (helps 
to keep shirts tucked in) and must fit and end must be tucked into belt loops - Belts may not have spikes, 
sharp-edged items, or printing . 
E.  Gloves / Scarves- Gloves and scarves worn ONLY outside of school building.
